WE SAY THANK YOU to Krysia, Penny, Adriana, Febin, Femil, Damian, Frank, Milam, Angelina, Martina and Mary for all the work they have undertaken and are still undertaking as stewards and/or sanitising the Church building after every Mass. Without them and their willingness to give the time and their effort to keep Church Covid safe, we would not have been allowed to open Church for public celebration of the Mass since early July. Febin returned to University on the 1st of this month and Femil will be taking up a place at University in the next week or two. It will be good if two of you are willing to replace them as we do not know how long we will need to continue with the present system. It will not be coming to an end soon. Please speak with Krysia, Penny or Adriana if you are willing to help keep our Church open for public celebration of the Mass. 
Parish Finances. Many people will have experienced a drop in their income over the last few months and the parish finances have experienced the same in a dramatic way. Those of you who pay by standing order have continued to do so and some of you who are part of the Gift Aid envelope scheme or direct giving envelope scheme have sent you envelopes in, but as most people haven’t attended and still do not attend Mass due to the Covid situation there has been a massive loss of income by way of cash offerings, candles and piety. Unlike businesses we are unable to access grants, but the bills still need to be paid. To give you an idea of the situation; since the end of February our total income including mass stipends, funeral fees and back payment for earlier use of the hall was £16553-00 whilst our outgoings have been £26519.04 which gives a deficit of £9966-04. The outgoings were the usual bills to be paid but does includes £1282.64 the cost of buying the ropes, sanitising equipment, and virus protection liquid for cleaning the benches door handles hard surfaces and statues. We clearly cannot continue to build up a deficit at this rate and perhaps you will be kind enough to consider how you can do your bit to try and address this extraordinary situation.
Please note that funeral masses are limited to a maximum of 30 people so please don’t attend unless the family has invited you to be part of their 30. You could come to the earlier Mass of the Day to pray for their soul.

Have you any experience of working in Safety Toolbox online? The diocese has set up such a function for every parish so that all the legal requirements on buildings may be achieved. Fr. Glover is asking for help with this. It is basically ensuring that our Church, Presbytery and Hall are kept under review for repairs, gas and electric tests everything that is required by government legislation around health and safety and checks on fire equipment and car park, steps and walkways. It will tell you when things need to be checked, some yearly others five yearly and contractors are recommended. Fr. Glover has been dealing with it initially but asks that someone more computer savvy and able to find the time to deal with it take this over from him. Someone from the diocese will meet with you and arrange access for you via your computer to the parish safety toolbox on the diocesan system. Please, please, please have a word with Fr. Glover if you are willing to deal with this for the parish.
